VILLAGE OF MILLERTON

Regular Meeting

December 20, 2010
The regular meeting of the Village of Millerton Board of Trustees was held on Monday, December 20, 2010 at 7:00 pm with Mayor John Scutieri presiding. Trustees present: Marty Markonic, Debra Middlebrook, Yosh Schulman, and Jay Reynolds. Also present: Karen P McLaughlin – Treasurer/Deputy Clerk, Larry Merwin - Highway Superintendent, Richard Howard - Police Chief, David Sherman - Town of North East Supervisor, and Ray Jurkowski - Village Engineer.
Photovoltaic System-Ray Jurkowski reported that the Photovoltaic System is underway. The contract was sent to the contractor in Buffalo. It was signed and is back in Ray’s office. A noted change is that we will use a metal structure instead of a timber structure. There is no increase in costs. Yosh informed the Board that because the construction bid came in low, the Grant will include the fence. Mayor Scutieri reported that 2 quotes were received for the fencing. As it is over $20,000, fencing will have to go out to formal bid. Ray will draw up the specifications.  Yosh stated that the village needs to send a letter to NYSERDA notifying them of the changes.
25 S Center Street- The soil remediation project will be starting mid-January and Ray will keep Larry informed of the timing for his assistance.
Sidewalks- The list for the CDBG is out and the Village was not awarded the 2011 sidewalk Grant, therefore the project will be modified. Dutchess Avenue will be removed from the base bid list. Remaining will be Barton Street, Main Street and both sides of Fish Street. The bidding process will begin in January.  

Pool-Trustee Marty Markonic reported to the Board that he looked into the leaking problem at the pool. He asked Ray Jurkowski where the drain goes to and that the leak may be coming from there. When I went down in the surge tank, if I opened the valve, the water came through the pipe. Ray explained that it goes down to the water table. The pump had cavitations and may be leaking out of the suction side. Larry reported that the leaking this year was worse than previous years. Marty said that this spring he is going to have to cut the pipes to test it. Ray suggested checking with Scott Pools out of CT to see what they put in originally.
Millerton Elementary School- The mayor reported that it looks like the building is going to be disposed of by the School district and be offered to the Town and the Village offices. The Mayor suggested putting together a committee to explore the feasibility. Dave Sherman discussed the interest of the Town to work together on this. He elaborated that the idea is to see how the structure can be used for the municipalities and the community. Trustee Schulman discussed the need to explore the costs involved like heating and utility expenses. As this will probably happen in 2011, the mayor asked the Board to think about any questions, concerns as well as creating a committee to study the possibility of moving there.

All Hazard Mitigation –

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, Village of Millerton has participated in a collaborative, multi-jurisdictional hazard mitigation planning process undertaken by the Towns of Amenia, Beekman, Dover, Milan, North East, Pawling, and Pine Plains, and the Villages of Millerton and Pawling (the “Participating Jurisdictions”) to gather information and prepare the Northern and Eastern Dutchess County Communities Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan (“the Plan”); and

WHEREAS, the plan development process was undertaken by a Core Planning Group consisting of one designated representative from each of the nine participating jurisdictions, with support from consultants at URS; and

WHEREAS, the Plan has been prepared in accordance with the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 and has been approved by FEMA; and 

WHEREAS, Village of Millerton understands that FEMA requires continued participation hereafter in the Plan Maintenance phase (as described in the Plan’s Section 9) in order for Village of Millerton to continue to remain in good standing with FEMA as part of this multi-jurisdictional endeavor;

WHEREAS, Village of Millerton acknowledges its continued responsibility as a Participating Jurisdiction to maintain a designated representative to serve on the Core Planning Group hereafter; 

WHEREAS, Village of Millerton understands that its designated Core Planning Group Member shall be required to contribute to annual Plan Maintenance and Update activities as described in Section 9 of the Plan, with updates no less than every five years ; 

WHEREAS, Village of Millerton understands that Plan Maintenance activities shall be lead by a Core Planning Group Chairperson who shall be one of the nine Core Planning Group Members and who shall be so designated once each year by the Core Planning Group members;

WHEREAS, Village of Millerton is a local unit of government that has afforded the citizens an opportunity to comment and provide input in the Plan and the actions in the Plan; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by Village Board of Trustees that the Village of Millerton adopts the Northern and Eastern Dutchess County Communities Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan as this jurisdiction’s Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan, and resolves to execute the actions identified in the Plan. 

Motion made by Trustee Middlebrook, seconded by Trustee Markonic and all were in favor to adopt the All Hazard Mitigation resolution. Motion passed. 
Change Meeting dates- Motion made by Trustee Middlebrook, seconded by Trustee Schulman     and all were in favor to change the January 17, 2011 (Meeting – Falls on Martin Luther King Day) meeting to Monday, January 24th and the February 21, 2011(Meeting – Falls on Presidents Day) meeting to Monday, February 28th. Motion passed.
Reports from Department Heads
Highway/Water- Larry Merwin reported that there was a water main break on Park Street and all is operational now. Trustee Markonic suggested starting waterline replacements. The mayor asked Larry what it might cost to start replacing water lines. The mayor suggested discussing it when we do new budget.
Police- Rich Howard reported that a few guys from Queens launched a balloon in Pennsylvania and it landed here in Millerton, just off Rte 62, near Brewers residence. They were aviation students and all is well.
Jay Reynolds said he watched a few kids clip the Christmas trees in the park. He called the police department and left a message. He was disappointed he did not get a call back. Rich stated that if you call the DC Sheriffs they can radio the officer on duty, who can respond immediately. 
Planning Board- No report.

Committee Reports

Marty Markonic announced that he made his report with the engineer’s report regarding the pool.
Yosh Schulman announced that he also made his report with the engineer’s report regarding the Photovoltaic System.
Debra Middlebrook requested moving forward with the proposed escrow law. Motion made by Trustee Middlebrook, seconded by Trustee Schulman and all were in favor to schedule a public hearing for the escrow law on January 24th at 7:00 pm. Motion passed.
Jay Reynolds reported that five of the six lights that were problems had been fixed. He is in constant communication with Barbara from Central Hudson, who issues the work orders. 
The mayor announced that there has been a request by the Gilmor’s to put a light by the bridge on Main Street, Where it is real dark. The Board agreed that it is very dark there and safety lighting is a good idea. Motion made by Trustee Reynolds, seconded by Trustee Schulman and all were in favor to have a light installed by the bridge on Main Street. Motion passed.  
Trustee Reynolds asked about the Rail Trail parking signs and their locations. The mayor stated that he wants everyone to give their input on the location of the signs. Trustee Schulman suggested checking with the rail Trail Association, who requested they be ordered. The mayor stated that the village board should make the ultimate decision and would everyone go look. The decision can be made at the January meeting.
Trustee Reynolds asked the Board about the AT&T contract. Based upon AT&T’s current need to be on the tower, Jay suggests the Village Board hold firm. The mayor informed the Board that the attorney is being paid to work on this so a decision should be made. The board will discuss it at the January meeting.
Trustee Reynolds stated that he would like the Board to continue discussions on Rudd Pond and the proposed sewer district. The mayor said that the Rudd Pond discussion will be coming up soon and the village is on the shovel ready grant list for the sewers. The Board discussed a modified proposal for the business district. The mayor suggested calling Jonathan Churins, DC Water and Wastewater Authority for a status report.
