Personnel Policy Change of Compensation Time

WHEREAS the Board of Trustees has determined that the following changes be applied to the Personnel Policy:

SECTION H Overtime Policy 
H.1 Workday and Workweek 
The Village seeks to avoid unnecessary overtime through efficient arrangement of schedules and workloads.  Compensation for required overtime will be paid to full-time employees at the rate of one and one-half (1.5) times the base hourly rate.  Part-time employees will be paid their regular hourly rate up to 40 hours.  Overtime is for hourly employees only. 

H.2 Overtime 
Employees working overtime may no longer elect, to receive compensatory time off in lieu of overtime pay. 

H.3 Compensation Time Payout
Any Employee that currently has Compensation Time banked for previous overtime will be paid to full at the employees’ hourly rate.

All Hazard Mitigation
WHEREAS, Village of Millerton has participated in a collaborative, multi-jurisdictional hazard mitigation planning process undertaken by the Towns of Amenia, Beekman, Dover, Milan, North East, Pawling, and Pine Plains, and the Villages of Millerton and Pawling (the “Participating Jurisdictions”) to gather information and prepare the Northern and Eastern Dutchess County Communities Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan (“the Plan”); and

WHEREAS, the plan development process was undertaken by a Core Planning Group consisting of one designated representative from each of the nine participating jurisdictions, with support from consultants at URS; and

WHEREAS, the Plan has been prepared in accordance with the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 and has been approved by FEMA; and 

WHEREAS, Village of Millerton understands that FEMA requires continued participation hereafter in the Plan Maintenance phase (as described in the Plan’s Section 9) in order for Village of Millerton to continue to remain in good standing with FEMA as part of this multi-jurisdictional endeavor;

WHEREAS, Village of Millerton acknowledges its continued responsibility as a Participating Jurisdiction to maintain a designated representative to serve on the Core Planning Group hereafter; 

WHEREAS, Village of Millerton understands that its designated Core Planning Group Member shall be required to contribute to annual Plan Maintenance and Update activities as described in Section 9 of the Plan, with updates no less than every five years ; 

WHEREAS, Village of Millerton understands that Plan Maintenance activities shall be lead by a Core Planning Group Chairperson who shall be one of the nine Core Planning Group Members and who shall be so designated once each year by the Core Planning Group members;

WHEREAS, Village of Millerton is a local unit of government that has afforded the citizens an opportunity to comment and provide input in the Plan and the actions in the Plan; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

Section 1. The Village of Millerton designates Amber Jordan as the Village representative to meet with the Northern and Eastern Dutchess County Communities Regional Hazard Mitigation committee annually.

· Disaster Preparedness Plan Emergency Response Plan – The Village will be working on the current Disaster Preparedness Plan Emergency Response Plan. Over the next couple of months the village will be reviewing and updating the current plan.  A committee representing the Village will be meeting with the Town of North East, Millerton Fire Company and Dutchess County Emergency Management.  The meetings are to assist with the any updates to the Village Plan and creation of the Town of North East Plan. 
The Mayor stated that all policies will be reviewed and addressed at each Annual Organizational Meeting.  
Webutuck School – The Town of North East and Village of Millerton Webutuck research committee will meeting on Thursday, April 21, 2011 at the Village Hall.
Minutes for Approval – March 21, 2011

Trustee Schulman expressed that he is greatly appreciative that the minutes have been distributed to the board so quickly.  Motion made by Trustee Schulman approving the minutes of March 21, 2011, second made by Trustee Reynolds, all three (3) board members approved and motion was passed.
Engineer – 
Fencing: Mr. Ray Jurkowski reported the Bid results for the Fencing surrounding the Photovoltaic System where received and opened on March 25, 2011.  The bids are as follows:

The options to the village are to install the fencing with electrical and opt out of the installation of the Photovoltaic System on the village hall.    

Motion made by Trustee Schulman not to move forward with the Photovoltaic system installation on the Village Hall and accept the low bid from Red Hook Fence Base Bid in the amount of $42,550.00 and the Add Alternate in the amount of $4,600.00, second b Trustee Reynolds, all three (3) board members approved and motion was passed.

Mr. Jurkowski will inform all involved parties.
Village wide Sidewalk Bid: Mr. Jurkowski stated that the sidewalk bids will be opened on Tuesday, April 12, 2011.  He will present the results and recommendations to the board at the next village board meeting.  Once the completion the Village could send to DOC and hopefully close out the project file.
South Center Street Project: Injections have occurred and will be receiving initial sample reports for the Village Board in the near future. It appears that the second injection will have to be done.  Treasurer McLaughlin had worked with the county to compile spread sheet for all projects and submitted them to Mr. Jurkowski. Mr. Jurkowski worked with Treasurer McLaughlin diligently on the application for payment of 25 South Center Street.  
Storm Drains
Mayor Scutieri stated that a request for installing a storm drain in front of two (2) houses on Simmons Street.  Mayor Scutieri asked Supervisor Merwin to look at the situation and give his thought on what it might cost.  Treasurer McLaughlin stated that Molti Model can be reclassified if you contact the representative for our area and request a change. 

Salary Incentives
Trustee Schulman brought to the boards attention of readdressing the merit based raises.  This would be an incentive to help motivate employees. 

Railing (John Street and Main Street) – Mr. Kennan has acquired multiple quotes for fencing to be installed on John Street at the intersection of Mains Street.  Mr. Merwin stated the there is the option of using the Molti Model money for the John Street project.  

Basket Ball Court – Mayor Scutieri stated that the Eddie Collins Park Basket Ball court is in need of some attention.  The court helps keep kids off the street.  The village needs to either do multiple repairs or replace all together.  The village board agreed to try for the North East Grant and look at fund raising.

Planning Board – Mr. Lance Middlebrook reported that the application for Gilmor Glass has been presented to the Planning Board and the preliminary review process has begun.

Water Testing
Trustee Schulman asked about the 2010 Annual Water Quality Report (AWQR).  HE recommended that the testing results show that they are not tested every year, but that it follows the schedule based on the system size and state requirements.  Trustee Schulman notes that we are in compliance, but the language may be a little confusing.
Rail Trail - Trustee Reynolds requested a letter or resolution from Village board to the county addressing the Rail Trail continuation to move forward.  It has been placed on the back burner to long and should put on the front burner.  Clerk Jordan will find out who the area representative is and draft a letter for the Village Board.
Iron Railing – Chris Kennan reported to the board that the quotes have come in a little high.  Mr. Kennan will be submitting to the board the quotes and sketches of the proposed railing.  Mayor Scutieri stated that the board has discussed possible funding and grants to assist with the payment of the railing.  Mr. Kennan stated that Townscape would like to assist as well.  

Budget for 2011-2012

The board went through the Tentative Budget of 2011-2012 one more time.  Treasurer McLaughlin reported that there is a transfer to the capital reserve in the amount of $9,244.00 in the Water Fund.  The board can start a discussing a water repair reserve fund.  

Budget Public Hearing 2011-2012 Fiscal Year @ 8:00pm

Motion made to open the public hearing for Budget 2011-2012 Fiscal Year @ 8:04pm by Trustee Reynolds, second by Trustee Schulman, all three (3) board members approved and motion was passed.

Mayor Scutieri expressed to the Public that at this time the Village welcomes any comments on the Village of Millerton Tentative Budgets of 2011-2012.  There was no public comment.
Motion made to close the public hearing for Budget 2011-2012 Fiscal Year and enter back into the regular meeting @ 8:06pm by Trustee Reynolds, second by Trustee Schulman, all three (3) board members approved and motion was passed.
